	Using their sketchbooks students will be able to brainstorm traits about themselves that they can then make into a superpower. Using their “revealed symbol” worksheet, students will be able to design a symbol that represents their superhero and superpower. Given Plexiglas and markers, students will be able to make a mono-print of their created superpower symbol. (Bloom’s: Creating, Standard: Create, GLE: Use basic media to express ideas through the art-making process, Art Learning: Materials/Techniques)
Using completed artwork, students will be able to interpret their peers’ artwork and discuss the artistic decisions that inform the meaning of the work. (Bloom’s: Evaluate, Standard: Reflect, GLE: Artists, viewers, and patrons use the language of art to respond to their own art and the art of others, Art Learning: critical reflection/aesthetics/transfer, Literacy: discussion)
Shown a variety of images, students will be able to identify pop artists like, Andy Warhol and symbols found in the world.(Bloom’s: Understanding, Standard: Transfer, GLE: Historical and cultural ideas are evident in works of art, Art Learning: Historical/Multicultural/ Content)

Day 1
· Welcome students to class.

· Review the collage lesson and how we are attaching the different parts (silhouettes)

- the images they are choosing should represent themselves and their identity

· Dismiss students to their tables and Mercedes and Lisa will pass out the work from last week. Have students collect the different parts they completed last Friday and begin working on what they need to finish.

· For students who have not created a silhouette, have them work in groups of 2 or 3 to create them

· Tell students they have 15 minutes to work and the rest of it that is not finished can be done at a later time

· At this time have students clean up and return to the circle carpet 


	Learning - Students will... i.e.: brainstorm to generate ideas; describe detail to develop observation skills, etc.  (Be specific about what will be the intended result of the instruction as it relates to learning.)
· Students will be completing their work from last week.

	· Introduce lesson: Power point
-the power point will introduce symbolism to the students. We will ask them questions like, “What is symbolism?” “What can be used as a symbol?” Then we will introduce symbols from the world like a stop sign; recycle sign, or superhero symbols.
· We are all super!

-What superpower would you have if you could have any? Why?

-What would you do with this superpower? 

-Could you help your community with it?
	· Students will be able to identify symbolism and explain what it is.

· Students will be able to start brainstorming superpower ideas.

	· Introduce RAFT:
R: superhero

A: the world

F: mono-print
T: superhero symbol

Today we are all going to become superheroes! We are going to pick something we are good at or like to do and decide what super power we are going to have. We are all superheroes who help our communities so try to think of a way your power can help people. After we pick our superpowers we are going to design our symbol that represents our superhero. We are going to make a cutout so we can make a print of our symbol. 


	· Students will be aware of their role in the project and know the reason why we are doing the project.

	· Have students get their sketchbooks and begin listing ideas of traits they have that they can make superpowers. Have them begin brainstorming ideas in a list form  

· We will ask students inquiry questions to help them begin thinking

	· Students will be brainstorming traits about themselves that they could use for their symbols
	 10 min

	
	· Mercedes and Lisa will walk around and discuss ideas with students. Once students have chosen an idea, we will give them the “Reveal symbol” worksheet to begin creating a symbol
	· Students will start drawing their final symbol idea that they can trace from for their final mono-print
	 5 min

	
	· Clean up: 

- have all students stop and listen to instructions about cleaning up 

-Have one person from each group collect and return all usable materials back to the area they got them.  Have another student collect all of the trash and scraps and throw it away. Have another student put away all other materials such as carving tools and pencils. Have all students put their sketchbooks in their cubbies and be seated and quiet with their completed artwork.

· Have students discuss in their groups who will do what

· Ring the bell 3 times to signal cleanup


	· Students will collaborate together and take responsibility of cleaning up their areas.

	· Have students all return to the carpet with their collages and sit in a circle (boy, girl, boy, girl). 
· They will turn to the person next to them and take turns guessing why the maker of the collage added certain images. 
	· Students will collaborate and interpreting their peer’s artwork.

	Day 2

· Welcome students to class 

               -We will ask them again what symbolism meant and what identity means just to review the focus of the class.

· Symbolism is: the use of symbols to express or represent ideas
· Symbols found in the world: stop sign, batman, and recycling

               -We will review the project with the students. They are making a symbol in which could represent them and their newly attained superpower. They had brainstormed in their sketchbooks and then started drawing a final draft on the “reveal” worksheet.

               -We will ask a few students to share their superpower they picked and how it could represent what they are good at or a trait of theirs.

               -Then we will share our examples with the students.

· Lisa: I decided that my super power would be to stop time because I am a very busy person and I always want to do more things to help others. If I was able to stop time I could do a lot of things to help people like clean up, remove danger, or help people find things. I made my symbol look like a clock to represent time. I also made the hands on the clock look like an L for my name and I added a pause symbol to show that I can pause time.
· Mercedes: I decided that I wanted to have stretching super powers because I’m short and if I could stretch far then I could help other short people reach things that are too high or I could get to someone in trouble faster because I could take large steps. For my symbol I drew a globe with arms and legs stretched across it to represent my stretching power. I made the arms and legs into the shape of an M because my name starts with an M. For my mono-print I started out by making my first print using my favorite colors and then for my second one I will try to use colors that I hadn’t used yet in my first print. 
	· Students will be reflecting on what we had done the previous week.
	5 min

	
	· The we will go back over the RAFT with the students:

                  “Today we are all going to continue to work on our superhero symbol! To become superheroes we will be picking something we are good at or like to do and turning it into a super power that will be able to help the people in our community. Now that we are all superheroes who can help our communities with our super powers we need to make a symbol for the people in our community to identify with us. First we are going to design a symbol and then turn it into a mono-print that we can post around the classroom for the community to see.”
	· Students will be aware of their role in the project and know the reason why we are doing the project.
	3 min

	
	Then we will go over the information in the power point:
· We will bring up the questions the students should be thinking about when they are brainstorming.
· What are your traits?

· What are you good at?

· What could your superpower be that helps your community?
· Then we will talk about the pop artist Andy Warhol. 
· Pop Art uses images and icons that are popular in the modern world

· Artists often repeat the item over and over again, changing the color or texture of the item, and putting different items together to make a picture.
· Then we will talk about the project and how students will be making multiple mono-prints and that in these prints they should be experimenting with different color combinations. Then once the prints are dry they will be cutting them out and combining them onto one larger sheet of paper.
· Lisa or Mercedes will demo the steps it takes to make the mono-print and will involve students by having them wet the paper.

      -First they will design their symbol.

   -Then they will trace it onto the Plexiglas using markers or they can trace it onto tracing paper flip it and then trace it onto the Plexiglas.

   -Then they will go wet their paper in the water tray by the sink for 2 seconds and pat it dry on the newsprint. (Point out they don’t want the paper to be too wet or the colors will bleed..have an example of this)

   -Then they will bring the paper back to their table and gently place it onto the Plexiglas and rub to create the print.
	· Students will be able to say the difference between a painting and a print

· Students will be able to identify the artist Andy Warhol and his pop art artwork.

· Students will be observing the process they will be going through to create their mono-print.
	10 min

	
	· Finally students will get started on making their mono-print.

· There should only be one student with a piece of paper in each of the water trays (2) so students should wait in a line until it is their turn to put their paper in the water.   
· When done with one print students should bring paper to Lisa or Mercedes to be placed on a drying rack.

· Students should make up to 4 different color combination prints. (Students are encouraged to make more than 4 prints)
	· Students will be creating the mono-print of their symbol.
	25 min

	
	· Once students have all their prints and their prints are dry they will cut them out and glue them onto another piece of paper.

-Scissor safety: we don’t poke or stab anyone else with the scissors. Always cut away from yourself and don’t have your fingers in the line of cutting. 

· If students finish before time is up they will complete this activity in their sketchbooks:

· Pretend a newspaper reporter saw you doing something good for your community and draw what it would look like in your sketchbook.
	· Students will be creating a final piece of artwork
	10 min

	
	· Clean up: 

-Have all students stop and listen to instructions about cleaning up 

-Have one person from each group collect and return all usable materials back to the area they got them.  Have another student collect all of the trash and scraps and throw it away. 
-Have another student put away all other materials such as carving tools and pencils. 
-Have all students put their sketchbooks in their cubbies and are seated and quiet with their completed artwork in the circle.
· Have students discuss in their groups who will do what

· Ring the bell 3 times to signal cleanup
	· Students will collaborate together and take responsibility of cleaning up their areas.
	10 min

	
	· Once students have everything cleaned up and are seated quietly in the circle we will have them all go around and share their symbol.
-They will have to talk about one element of their symbol and why they chose it and what it means. 

-If any student has a question about the symbol let them ask and the students whose work it is will answer.
	· Students will be reflecting on the choices they made to complete the project.
	10-15 min


	Student reflective/inquiry activity:

	Day 1: Students will pair up and let their partner guess and explain what some of the images in the collage might mean. Then the artist will explain the real meaning, if the guess was wrong, and the meaning of other images that weren’t talked about.
Day 2: Students will share their artwork with the class and discuss the meaning behind it.
